SECRETARY’S REPORT 2025

This year saw our membership at 76 with 57 participating in racing on the West Track. Our previous years on this track saw 74 participating in 2015 and 49 in 2019, so average for this year in a year of very fast racing.

Financially, as can be seen from the 2025 annual statement enclosed, we have had a successful year with no need to adjust our assets although ther value of our property would higher than scheduled. Our highest expenditure was again transport which as with our previous years, we continue to tender and negotiate our future transport needs that best suits the track we are on, number of flyers participating and the VRPU members. 

This year we transported all Federation races with the WPF in their truck being picked up weekly from our rooms under a negotiated agreement based on a ratio of the number of WPF flyers to the number VRPU flyers for the West track. This year saw the initiative of the National Committee pay off with Combined transport for the National , 500 and 600 a great step forward. 

I would again like to take this opportunity in thanking our Transport Officer, John Share, he did a great job weekly loading and unloading of units.To the team that generously gave their weekly time in loading and unloading units at the VRPU rooms,T.Price, G.Church, J.Denaro, S.Cini, M.Rifat and L.Taliana.

The West track season was scheduled with a 10 race Short series and a 8 race Distance series and two (2) Combines, however one of these was cancelled giving of total 19 races for the Combined season.

This year’s series had 56 flyers as our largest entry for Kaniva (2). Race entries were reasonable for the Sprint Series with our highest race entry being 1462 birds for Rupanyup (4). For the Distance series entries dropped considerably with the lowest being 380 birds for Morgan 2 (B.Cotton Memorial) (Excluding the National).

Our fastest event for the year was Morgan National on the 11/10/25 taken out by Becker’s and Samuel’s Loft with a velocity of 1868.05 mpm which also won them the overall National title.  Our slowest was Yolla Betty Clark Memorial on the 06/09/25 taken out by Cauchi Bros with a velocity of 1049.76 mpm which was fastest on the truck.

To the room stewards, Robert Cauchi and John Ranno thanks for your works in preparing the rooms for basketing and coordinating handlers, entries, clocking etc. each week.To Steve Veljanovski for assisting in the early set ups each week.To again Steve Veljanovski who coordinated the Benzing clocks along with Frank Quagliarella and Luke Taliana, to Pauline Pace for the Tauris clock works, to Barry Dodds, Joe Denaro,Ange Curcio and Des McMahon for their efforts with the manual clocks, and Tony Price for  the weekly room production results, all thank you.

Again, this year saw us having the rooms and units cleaned on a weekly basis. We thank Pierre Anastasi for his efforts and to Mick Edwards and Peter Sawyer with the running the kitchen on a weekly basis.
               
We thank Steve Cini and Mark Cavanagh, forming the Liberation committee, for liaising, coordinating, and confirming releases of the birds weekly together with assistance from the weather man Joe Denaro.

This year saw the commencement of weekly tossing with our unit. Support from the members was satisfying and a special thanks to John Share in arranging for the upgrade of the unit and for his time given in the drawn out registration procees of the unit, to Kevin Leighton & Peter Sawyer who gave their time generously in transporting the unit, all thanks.

The Short Distance series saw Pascoe Vale flyers Denaro & Cini win taking 10 positions including three  (3) 1st Federations and no Federation place below 9th Federation. P & P Pace, also from Pascoe Vale, won the Long Distance series with 8 postions including two (2) 1st Federations and a 2nd Federation. The Combined series was  taken out by Denaro & Cini. A special note that P & P Pace and G & S Church who were the only two flyers to not miss out on a Federation position.Well done, a super achievement.
